The call supports media platforms to produce high quality journalistic content in all 
possible formats and seeks to fund both local media organisations interested in 
expanding and connecting their work to European level, as well as outlets that have a 
proven journalistic record in serving pan-European audiences. Applicants are invited to 
produce journalistic content with European relevance, which will be made accessible 
through the new platform displ.eu. Selected proposals will receive a grant up to a 
maximum of €12.000 per project. The deadline to submit the proposal is 6 September 
2023 at 13.00 CEST.
